Pensacola, Fla. — On Thursday, February 9 at 7:30 p.m., WSRE presents a special encore presentation of the interview with Grammy Award Winning Producer/Songwriter Larry Butler on “Conversations with Jeff Weeks.” Butler died on January 20 at his home in Pensacola, Florida. 
Larry Butler was a small town piano player who took the gamble that he could make it in Nashville. Starting as session player, Larry Butler would go on to produce some of the biggest names in Music City. He became the first and only Nashville producer to win the prestigious Grammy Award for Producer of the Year, while up against competition from elite producers like Quincy Jones. During his interview with Jeff, Larry gives an insider’s tour of the Nashville music scene and tells stories about what it was like to work with the likes of Johnny Cash, Kenny Rogers, John Denver and others. 

“Conversations with Jeff Weeks” airs as part of WSRE’s new all-local evening programming block, Explore More Thursdays. The new Thursday night lineup airs 7 p.m. to 10 p.m. and also features new series “In Your Own Backyard” hosted by Sherri Hemminghaus Weeks, locally produced documentaries and performing arts programs.

In addition to “Conversations with Jeff Weeks,” the February 9 local Thursday night lineup includes a visit to Battleship Memorial Park in Mobile, Alabama on “In Your Own Backyard” at 7 p.m., the local documentary “Honor Flight: A Journey of Heroes” beginning at 8 p.m. and at 9 p.m. “StudioAmped” featuring the music of the regional band BellaOrange.
