He was Washington bureau chief of “Newsweek” and was a regular panelist on "This Week with David Brinkley," and a columnist for “The Wall Street Journal.” In October 1996, he joined FOX News Channel (FNC) where he became the co-host of "The Beltway Boy," along with Fred Barnes. Today he continues to serve as a regular contributor on FNC. Kondracke is a graduate of Dartmouth College and was a Nieman Fellow at Harvard University.
