Pensacola, Fla. — Come join in the discussion on Tuesday, June 8 as WSRE hosts the final public town hall meeting of its “Inside Healthcare” series at WSRE’s Jean & Paul Amos Performance Studio located on Pensacola Junior College’s Pensacola campus. The topic will be “End-of-Life Decisions” at this town hall meeting, part of WSRE’s ongoing health care initiative and commitment to address our community’s important health issues. Free and open to the public, doors will open at 6 p.m. and the meeting/TV taping will begin promptly at 7 p.m. A representative from Covenant Hospice will be available from 6-7 p.m. to discuss advance care planning and distribute free copies of the Five Wishes document, an easy to use living will. The audio portion of the meeting will be broadcast live on NewsRadio 1620AM. The television program is scheduled to air on WSRE on Tuesday, June 22 at 7 p.m.; Friday, June 25 at 9:30 p.m.; and Sunday, June 27 at 2 p.m.

When it comes to discussing end-of-life decisions, most people are confused, unprepared, and frightened. Technological and biomedical advancements have dramatically improved the potential of modern medicine to prolong the life of a patient; however, some of the largest medical expenditures are spent on people during the last six months of their lives. Intensive care accounts for 30 to 40 percent of hospital spending, with the majority of care given to elderly patients who have chronic conditions. Treatment in this expensive intensive care setting contributes to the overall rise in health care costs, and the question remains: how much of the hospitalization and doctor visits resulted in better care or better quality of life? Who can and should be empowered to make end-of-life decisions and which quality-of-life factors should be considered in the process? An expert panel of guests will explore the issues surrounding end-of-life decisions and services available in our area.
