Her songs have been recorded by both contemporary country stars as well as country music icons. She won the coveted Academy of Country Music’s “Song of The Year” award with Tracy Byrd's classic “Keeper of the Stars.” 

Jim “Moose” Brown is a Grammy Award-winning songwriter and Grammy Nominated musician and producer, nominated twice for "Piano/Keyboard Player of the Year" by the Academy of Country Music (2005, 2006). He co-wrote the Grammy Award-winning, eight-week, number one song "It's Five O'clock Somewhere" recorded by Alan Jackson and Jimmy Buffett, the top 10 hit for Darryl Worley "If Something Should Happen," and a recent single on James Otto’s "For You.”
