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WSRE Receives Emmy® Nominations for Local Documentaries
The Suncoast Chapter of the National Academy of Television Arts & Sciences has nominated two of WSRE’s original documentaries for the coveted Emmy® Awards. “Gulf Coast War Memories” and “Honor Flight…A Journey of Heroes” have each received Emmy® nominations in the documentary category for historical and topical, respectively. Both of these programs share the compelling stories of local WWII veterans. WSRE is the Gulf Coast region’s local PBS television station covering southern Alabama to Okaloosa County in Florida. The awards will be announced Saturday, December 6 at an awards ceremony in Orlando, Fla.
“Gulf Coast War Memories,” which premiered on WSRE September 2007, was produced by the local PBS station as a local companion program to Ken Burns’ national PBS documentary, “The War.” WSRE’s documentary chronicled the stories of local WWII veterans, told in their own words and accompanied by photographs taken all over the world six decades ago by the veterans themselves. “Honor Flight…A Journey of Heroes” is a documentary WSRE produced after accompanying 101 WWII veterans on the inaugural Emerald Coast Honor Flight in April 2008 to take our local heroes to Washington D.C. to see the memorial built in their honor.
